In a series that began in 1891, Rutgers
looks for its sixth-straight win vs. Army Friday
night in West Point. The Scarlet Knights current
five-game winning streak vs. the Black Knights is
the longest in series history for RU.

The Friday primetime appearance on
ESPN2 is set for an 8 p.m. kickoff from Michie
Stadium. ESPN2 will televise the game in HD with
Joe Tessitore and Rod Gilmore on the call.

The Rutgers Radio Network has pre-game
coverage at 7 p.m. Chris Carlin, Ray Lucas and
Anthony Fucilli will call the action.

Rutgers radio feed is also available national-
ly on satellite radio. Sirius will carry the game on
channel 125 and XM will broadcast the game on
channel 203.

True Freshmen GBs Square Off

Two of the nation’s six true freshmen who
serve as their team’s primary starter at quarter-
back square off Friday in West Point. Tom
Savage is fourth among all true freshmen GBs
nationally with 941 passing yards while Army’s
Trent Steelman leads all true freshmen GBs with
407 rushing yards in Army’s triple-option offense.

Series Information

Rutgers looks to even the series at 18 with
a win Friday night at Army. The Black Knights lead
the alltime series 18-17, but Rutgers has won 8
of the last 10 meetings, including five straight vic-
tories.

Over the five-game winning streak vs. Army,

Rutgers has outscored the Black Knights 158-
45. Rutgers has scored 30 or more points in
seven of the previous 10 meetings vs. Army.

Rutgers is a perfect 4-0 under Greg
Schiano vs. Army.

New York State of Mind

Rutgers has won eight consecutive games
vs. teams from the State of New York.

During the eight-game winning streak,
Rutgers has outscored the Empire State oppo-
nents 268-62. Rutgers has scored at least 31
points in seven of the eight games, while only
allowing double-figures in points in two games.

Rutgers has 15 New York natives on its ros-
ter, the most players from any state other than
New Jersey on the team. Two starters for the
Scarlet Knight defense hail from the Empire State
- Nanuet's Devin McCourty and Central Islip’s
Scott Vallone.

Three members of the Rutgers coaching
staff have direct ties to New York. Assistant head
coach/co-offensive coordinator/offensive line
coach Kyle Flood is a native of Bayside, played col-
legiately at lona and coached at C.W. Post and
Hofstra.

Co-defensive coordinator,/secondary coach
Ed Pinkham served for 10 seasons on the staff
at Colgate in Hamilton, N.Y. from 1996-2007.

Linebackers coach Bob Fraser also
coached the linebacking unit at Colgate from
1998-05.

First Road Start for True Freshman Savage

True freshman quarterback Tom Savage will
make his first start on the road Friday vs. the Black
Knights.

Savage looks to become just the second true
freshman @B in school history to win a road game.
Ryan Cubit won his first road game in his first
career start at Buffalo in 2001 (Greg Schiano’s
first game as coach at RU).

Savage will be hard pressed to duplicate the
numbers totaled by Mike McMahon in his first
career road start at Army in 1997. In a losing
effort, McMahon was 26-0f-42 passing for 386
yards and one touchdown in a 37-35 loss.

Protecting the Pigskin

Rutgers is +20 in turnover differential over its
last 13 games (11-2). The Scarlet Knights have
gained 18 turnovers this season, including at least
one in every game. In total, Rutgers has forced a
turnover in 12 straight games.

Rutgers ranks second nationally and leads the
BIG EAST in turnover differential (2.0).

In 20089, Rutgers is +12 in turnover differen-
tial (18 turnovers, 6 giveaways).

Over the last 13 games, Rutgers gained a
total of 35 turnovers.

Rutgers has won 11 of its last 13 games, dat-
ing back to the 2008 season. The Scarlet Knights
are 4-0 on the road during the streak.

Over the last 13 games, Rutgers has held six
opponents to under 300 yards of total offense,
including a low of 126 yards of total offense vs.
Texas Southern.

Rutgers Rewind: Last Time at Army (11-9-07)

Ray Rice set a single-game Rutgers record
with 243 yards on 34 carries and two touchdowns
as the Scarlet Knights defeated Army 41-86 on a
rain-soaked night at Michie Stadium. Rutgers
scored 34 unanswered points to claim its first road
victory in the month of November since the 1998
season and the first of the Greg Schiano era.

Rutgers amassed 404 yards on the ground
behind Rice's outstanding effort, which was the
ninth-most yards in a game in BIG EAST history.
Jabu Lovelace chipped in with a career-high 88
rushing yards and two touchdowns.

Non-Conference Road Wins

Since the start of the 2005 season, Rutgers
is 5-2 on the road vs. non-conference opponents.
The Scarlet Knights have averaged 210 rushing
yards per game, including a high of 404 yards rush-
ing in 2007 at Army.

Rutgers has had a running back rush for over
100 yards in six of the seven games since 2005.
The only time the Scarlet Knights have not had a
running back rush for 100 yards on the road vs. a
non-conference opponent since 2005 was when
Ray Rice rushed for 93 yards at Navy in 20086.

Rutgers and Army to Play at Yankee Stadium

In a series that started in 1891, Rutgers and
Army will play at the new Yankee Stadium in 2011.
The Scarlet Knights will be making their ninth
appearance all-time at Yankee Stadium. The
Scarlet Knights played their first game in the his-
toric ballpark in the Bronx on Oct. 22, 1927 vs.
NYU.

Rutgers and Army will meet on Nov. 12,
2011 in the first game in series history between
the two schools in the Bronx. The last time Rutgers
played at Yankee Stadium was Nov. 13, 1948 in a
40-0 victory over NYU to complete a 7-2 season.

Stingy vs. the Run

Rutgers ranks 11th nationally and second in
the BIG EAST in rushing defense, allowing just 81.5
yards per game. The Scarlet Knights have held
three of their last four opponents under 50 yards
rushing, the first time during the nine-year tenure of
Greg Schiano that Rutgers held the opposition to
less than 50 yards rushing in three straight games.

The 28 yards rushing by Maryland was the
lowest amount of rushing yards allowed by a Greg
Schiano team on the road. Rutgers limited Texas
Southern to -25 yards rushing, the lowest total by
an opponent during the Schiano era.

For the season, Rutgers has held the opposi-
tion to 3.0 yards per rush.

Army, under the direction of first-year head
coach Rich Ellerson, is 3-4 entering Friday’s
matchup. The Black Knights suffered a 27-13
setback on the road at Temple this past
Saturday.

Army boasts the 12-th ranked rushing offense
in the nation as well as a stout defense which is
17th in the country. The Black Knights’ triple
option offense yeilds 222.57 yards per game on
the ground.

Freshman quarterback Trent Steelman and run-
ning back Patrick Mealy lead the Black Knights’
ground game, averaging 58.1 and 55.1 yards
per game, respectively. Army has eight rushing
touchdowns on the season with Steelman pac-
ing the squad with three scores.

Army averages just 66.1 yards per game pass-
ing and has four touchdowns through the air on
the season. All of scores have gone to wide
receiver Alejandro Villanueva, who has 16
catches for 253 yards.

Defensively, the Black Knights have the 21st-
best pass defense, nationally, led by defensive
back Donovan Travis, who has four intercep-
tions on the year. Army is also ranked 35th in
rushing defense.

Linebacker Stephen Anderson leads the squad
with 57 total tackles, 4.5 for loss and 1.5 sacks.
Defensive end Josh McNary is ranked third
nationally in both tackles for loss and sacks with
15.5 and 9.5, respectively.

Series History

Rutgers and Army meet for the 36th time with
the Black Knights holding a slight 18-17 lead in
the alltime series. However, Rutgers has won
the previous five matchups, including a 30-3 vic-
tory in 2008. The Scarlet Knights were victori-
ous in 2007, defeating Army 41-6 in West
Point, N.Y.

PISCATAWAY, N.J. - Rutgers dropped a 47-15 decision to BIG EAST foe Cincinnati at Rutgers
Stadium before 53,737 fans, the largest crowd in school history. True freshman WR
Mohammed Sanu had a strong debut, catching 10 passes for 101 yards while competing in a
starting role.

Tom Savage also performed well in his first career action. The rookie signal caller played
the entire second half and completed 15-0f-23 passes for 135 yards and threw his initial touch-
down in Scarlet. Redshirt senior Domenic Natale completed eight of 12 passes for 108 yards
in a starting role as the Scarlet Knights compiled 243 yards through the air.

The Bearcats posted the contest’s first points on the game’s initial drive. Isaiah Pead
broke the plane from two yards out to provide UC a 7-0 advantage with 12:31 remaining in the
opening stanza.

The Scarlet Knights answered the early deficit, moving 70 yards in 20 plays that con-
sumed 10:40 off the clock. The home squad converted two, fourth-and-one attempts in
Cincinnati territory to sustain the effort. Sophomore RB Joe Martinek entered the end zone
from four yards out on his tenth rush of the drive to produce a 7-7 tie with 1:47 showing on the
first quarter clock.

UC regained the lead on its ensuing possession, Jacob Rogers split the uprights. After
the teams traded interceptions, UC extended its lead to double figures, courtesy of a Travis
Kelce four yard jaunt to pay dirt, to register a 17-7 score with 6:35 remaining in the half.

The Bearcats then added a pair of touchdowns before the midpoint. Pike connected with
Mardy Gilyard on a five-yard toss and Pead and Pike joined for a 41-yard passing score.

Cincinnati scored twice in the third quarter to further extend its lead.

Savage spent the entire second half under center and ended the home squad’s scoring
drought early in the fourth stanza. The rookie led Rutgers on a 15-play, 80-yard drive that cul-
minated with a seven-yard scoring toss to junior tight end Shamar Graves. Savage completed
nine passes for 84 yards on the series, before connecting with Sanu for the two-point conver-
sion, to register a 45-15 score with 11:25 remaining.

Cincinnati tacked-on a safety, via an intentional grounding call in the home end zone.

PISCATAWAY, N.J. - True freshman GB Tom Savage threw for 223 yards and two touchdowns in
his first collegiate start to help Rutgers to a 45-7 victory over Howard Saturday at Rutgers Stadium.
RU RB Jourdan Brooks rushed 17 times for 124 yards and three scores, while WR Tim Brown
caught three passes for 132 yards and a touchdown, in the decisive win.

The Scarlet Knights scored 32 straight points to begin the game and posted points on
seven consecutive possessions to conclude the opening half. Rutgers had four touchdown
drives in the first 30 minutes that consisted of two plays or less, including a pair of single
strikes, en route to 42 first half points.

Rutgers posted the contest’s first points on a 24-yard field goal off the foot of San San
Te. On RU’s ensuing possession, the offense moved seamlessly downfield, travelling 82 yards
on 11 plays that consumed 4:03. Brooks crossed the plane via a six-yard jaunt to provide a 10-
0 advantage with 3:53 remaining in the opening stanza.

The first score of the second was achieved in quick and definitive fashion. Savage and for-
mer AB-turned-starting TE D.C. Jefferson connected on a 46-yard aerial, before the freshman
hooked up with FB Jack Corcoran on a 21-yard scoring toss. The two play TD drive took just 39
seconds.

The next Rutgers score was enabled by the defense. On a first-and-10 play from the
Howard 16, LB Antonio Loweryforced a fumble that was recovered by DT Charlie Noonan and
returned to the visitor six-yard line. Two plays later, Brooks carried-in from two yards out to with
13:04 still to go before the break. A successful two-point conversion, courtesy of a Shamar
Graves rush, enabled a 25-0 advantage. The following Rutgers drive would be the first of con-
secutive, single-play, scoring possessions. Savage and Brown joined on a 68-yard touchdown
pass that increased the lead to 32-0 with 10:39 showing on the second quarter clock.

The Bison were able to end their scoring drought when GB Floyd Haigler threw a 40-yard
touchdown pass to Willie Carter to put the visitors on the board, 32-7.

With a little over four minutes remaining before halftime, Brooks broke free for a 57-yard
rushing touchdown. It marked the second straight, one-play, scoring drive for the home squad.
The final points came courtesy of a 20-yard Te field goal.

RU compiled 341 total yards in the opening 30 minutes, while Howard managed 161.
223 of Rutgers’ yards came via the passing game, as Brown accumulated all of 132 receiving
yards prior to intermission. The lone score after halftime was a 30-yard field goal by Te.

Defensively, Rutgers was sparked by DE Jonathan Freeny and FS Zaire Kitchen. Freeny
had three tackles-for-losses, including two sacks, a forced a fumble and a pair of quarterback
hurries. Kitchen had a team-high eight total tackles.

PISCATAWAY, N.J. - Sophomore RB Joe Martinek rushed for 121 yards on 23 carries and
senior WR Tim Brown caught four passes for 131 yards to help Rutgers (2-1) to a 23-15 win
over FIU (0-2) Saturday at Rutgers Stadium. The Scarlet Knights’ defense registered five sacks
and limited the Panthers to just 42 yards rushing in the victory.

Rutgers capitalized off a turnover to post the contest’s first points. Redshirt freshman FS
Khaseem Greene intercepted his first career pass and returned the aerial theft 32 yards to the
FIU 32-yard line. Four plays later, San San Te split the uprights from 39 yards to provide the
home squad a 3-0 edge with 7:43 showing on the first quarter clock.

Near the end of the firs half, RU utilized three signal callers on a 10-play, 94-yard drive to
pay dirt. After Tom Savage and Jabu Lovelace maneuvered the team downfield, Domenic Natale
crossed the plane on a two-yard carry to produce a 10-O advantage with 2:42 remaining before
halftime.

Then, courtesy of good field position provided by a stingy defense, RU was able to tack on
a field goal just before the break. After Rutgers forced a three-and-out, the Panthers were whis-
tled for an unsportsmanlike conduct penalty deep in their own territory. The ensuing punt pro-
vided the home squad possession at the FIU 40-yard line. RU moved inside the red zone, before
Te booted a 29-yard field goal to produce a 13-0 advantage.

The Rutgers defense limited Florida International to just three first downs in the opening
30 minutes, as the Panthers managed to enter Rutgers territory on just one possession, to the
home 46-yard line.

After a scoreless third quarter, RU increased its lead in the early stages of the final stan-
za. A 27-yard Te field goal capped a 14-play, 70-yard drive. With the Panthers holding a first-
and-10 at its 20 yard line, quarterback Paul McCall's pass was intercepted by senior LB Ryan
D’lmperio. The team captain returned the pick 38 yards into the end zone for his first career
score.

FIU was finally able to find the end zone. T.Y. Hilton caught an eightyard touchdown pass
from McCall to stop RU’s string of 23 unanswered points. The result was a 23-7 score. The final
points of the game also belonged to the Panthers. It was Hilton once again for the visitors, this
time hauling a 14-yard scoring aerial from McCall.

Defensively, Rutgers was paced by senior DE George Johnson and junior DE Jonathan
Freeny. Johnson had a team and career-high 10 total tackles, including one tackle-for-loss, and
a fumble recovery. Freeny posted two sacks and a quarterback hurry.

COLLEGE PARK, Md. - Rutgers defeated Maryland 34-13, behind a stout effort from its defen-
sive unit at Capital One Field at Byrd Stadium. The Scarlet Knights forced a total of five (three
interceptions, two fumbles) turnovers against the Terrapins, including just 28 yards rushing by
the Terps. Joe Martinek rushed for 147 yards and two touchdowns to lead RU offensively.

The Scarlet Knights recorded three interceptions in the game and posted two defensive
touchdowns marking the first time during the Greg Schiano era RU had two defensive TDs.

Rutgers scored on the first offensive possession of the game, ironically, on Maryland’s
opening drive as junior LB Antonio Lowery intercepted a pass and returned it 36 yards into the
end zone. It was Lowery’s first career interception and touchdown.

The Terrapins narrowed the gap on their next drive, going 45 yards in five plays, culminat-
ing in a successful field goal attempt by Nick Ferrara to make it 7-3. The Scarlet Knights added
three more points to their total at the start of the second quarter when an 11-play drive ended
with a 23-yard field goal by sophomore San San Te for a 10-3 lead.

At the 13:26 mark of the second quarter, Maryland tied the score at 10-10 on a 24-yard
touchdown pass from Chris Turner to LaQuan Williams. The Scarlet Knights and Terps then
traded possessions with RU ending a Maryland drive prematurely after senior CB Devin
McCourty intercepted another Turner pass at midfield. The interception was the fifth of his
career.

Maryland took over the lead at the close of the first half, connecting on a 34-yard field goal
by Ferrara for a 13-10 edge at halftime.

Junior SS Lefeged had a part in the Scarlet Knights’ next scoring opportunity as he forced
a fumble on Turner in the end zone, which was recovered by senior DE George Johnson to put
RU ahead 17-13. The touchdown was RU’s second defensive score of the game.

The Rutgers defense once again came up big as senior LB Damaso Munoz forced a fum-
ble on MD running back Da’Rel Scott which was recovered by junior DE Alex Silvestro in UM ter-
ritory at the 48 yard line. The fumble recovery set up Rutgers’ next score as RU went 21 yards,
for another Te field goal, this time from 37 yards out. His second successful kick of the game
gave Rutgers a 20-13 lead at the 12:48 mark of the final stanza.

Martinek helped seal the victory with a pair of rushing touchdowns in the final five minutes
of the game, scoring on runs of 28 yards and 61 yards.

PISCATAWAY, N.J. - The Rutgers defense limited Texas Southern to negative 25 rush-
ing yards and five different Scarlet Knights entered the end zone in a convincing 42-0
homecoming win over the Tigers at Rutgers Stadium. Joe Martinek rushed for two
touchdowns, while freshman De’Antwan Williams carried for 132 yards and a score, in
helping the Scarlet Knights to their fourth consecutive victory.

The Rutgers offense fed off the production of a defense that registered seven quar-
terback sacks en route to 14 tackles-forlosses.

PISCATAWAY, N.J. - True freshman quarterback Tom Savage threw for 248 yards and a
score in his first career BIG EAST start, but it was not enough as Rutgers dropped a hard-fought
24-17 decision to Pittsburgh at Rutgers Stadium on ESPN. Senior wide receiver Tim Brown
caught seven passes for 96 yards and a touchdown in the defeat, which snapped the Scarlet
Knights’ four game winning streak.

Savage managed an offense that scored on each of its trip inside the red zone.
Defensively, RU totaled 10 tackles-for-losses and had three players with 11 stops or more.
Senior safety Zaire Kitchen and junior linebacker Antonio Lowery both produced career-bests of
12 total tackles.
